COURSE OBJECTIVES

The course is designed for doctoral students interested in the process and economy of EU
enlargement with special emphasis on countries of South-Eastern Europe. The purpose of the
course is to develop understanding of the EU previous eastern and current enlargement process
and its economic impacts for the EU, new member states, candidates and potential acceding
countries; to discuss economic aspects of adjustment to the EU internal market and importance
of undertaking reforms; to develop understanding of conditionality particularly regarding the
Stabilisation and Association Process as well as interrelationship between regional cooperation
and EU integration; to discuss instruments and necessary practical steps in the process of
accession (case studies of new EU member states and candidates, particularly Croatia).

The learning outcomes of the course should be to understand the basic issues of the accession
process and impacts of enlargement. The doctoral student will get acquainted with the practical
steps that are necessary in the process of integration into the EU and will be able to demonstrate
understanding for the importance of internal reforms for fulfilment of the integration criteria
and successful integration into the European Union. Furthermore, the student will also be aware
of the relationship and interdependence between regional cooperation and EU integration.

CONTENT OF THE COURSE

Key topics to be discussed:

1. Economic aspects of global and regional integration - introduction. Globalism and
regionalism, concepts and stages of economic integration, global trade structures, role
of World Trade Organisation in global and regional trade liberalisation

2. The EU budget, financial framework; technical assistance programmes and pre-
accession instruments, other Community programmes, the role of international financial
institutions in the process of accession

3. EU economic governance and cohesion in EU, from Lisbon strategy to Europe 2020:
challenges and achievements, relevance for candidates and member states

4. The approach to common policies development, analyses of selected EU policies —

EMU, cohesion policy, common agricultural policy etc.

Economic effects of integration, impact of EU policies

6. Strategic approach to EU enlargement. Instruments and criteria of enlargement;
comparative analyses of Central, Eastern and South-Eastern Europe enlargement,
accession process, economic reform framework, harmonisation of legislation and
adjustment to the EU policies (focus on internal market)
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7. The challenge of enlargement on South-eastern Europe (SEE). Key features of the SEE
region, new issues in the EU policy towards the region, the Stabilisation and Association
Process (SAP), achievements and challenges, benchmarking indicators, future for SEE

8. Regional cooperation and the EU integration. Analyses of regional integrations and
organisations, an overview of regional cooperation in SEE, the concept of regional
ownership, case studies (CEFTA 2007 agreement, Energy Community, Danube
Strategy), institutional dimension — the role of RCC

9. Eastern Partnership and Neighbourhood policy - experiences and challenges. Case
studies — country case analyses, process case studies

10. The process of negotiations — Croatia as a case study. Analyses of process of Croatia’s
accession, negotiation process, policy related issues, achievements, challenges

11. The future of Europe, other relevant issues identified during the course

TEACHING METHOD

The course will consist of 10 lectures (60 min. each) and 10 seminars (75 min. each).
Introductory lectures will be followed by discussions with students. One-hour presentation of
current topics. Dialogue and discussion of relevant articles and readings, reporting to the group,
sharing ideas in the seminar will be the key teaching methods. Students will be encouraged to
give 15-minute presentations on relevant topics encompassed by the course programme and to
take part actively in debates. The course will be a combination of theoretical approach and
practical experiences achieved through lecturer’s participation in the process.

Presentations will be delivered by the students (15 minutes each) on some selected topics,
dates announced in advance. PDF versions of selected articles or links to web pages with
relevant literature will be displayed on the MES home page together with syllabus.

EXAMINATION

Essay-type question exam (50%) with 3000 words. The final mark will depend on the active
participation in the course, successful involvement in the research/reading assignments and
attendance (50%) and knowledge demonstrated in the final exam (50%).

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Course: PERSPECTIVES ON POLITICS AND CULTURE IN CONTEMPORARY
EUROPE

COURSE OBJECTIVES

If any political and cultural features can be said to characterize Europe, a continent without
clear borders and with contentious and ever-shifting boundaries, and European Union, a unique
and uniquely contested political project, these are, according to Zygmunt Bauman, self-
reflexivity (the questioning of issues like belonging) and mobility (across and beyond this single
continent that was never ‘discovered’). This course provides an overview of some of the key
issues — broadly spanning to key areas: politics of identity in Europe and critical approaches to
media/communications — that students are invited to consider engaging with as encompassing
informative perspectives in their respective projects. We present, session by session, the
contribution of select authors — Walter Benjamin, Stuart Hall, David Morley, Doreen Massey,
and Zygmunt Bauman — to the development of an unorthodox understanding of communication
within, about and in relation to Europe. The course examines some of the key features of
contemporary public cultures, such as urban living, technological and cultural mediation,
identity, belonging, spatiality, multiplicity, representation and articulation, in the European
context, by focusing on individual contributions of the above-named scholars (and links to other
relevant authors: G. Simmell and R. Sennett with W. Benjamin; R. Williams and C. Mouffe
with Hall; P. Scannell and M. McLuhan with Morley; Harvey and H. Lefebvre with Massey;
U. Beck and A. Giddens with Bauman).

The first session introduces the course and the last two sessions engage students in establishing,
comparing and contrasting similarities and differences in shared topics across different sessions
focusing on single authors. We start in session 2 with Walter Benjamin’s ‘historical materialist’
and scholarly unconventional (erudite, yet poetic) contribution to critical theory looking at the
specificities of large-scale urbanization of Europe, as the self-proclaimed centre of capitalist
modernity, and its specific infrastructures (consumption, cinematic sensibility) which have
since his writings in the first half of the 20" century across European cities travelled well
beyond Europe and still structure debates about what defines urban living as the dominant form
of human association in the 21% century. We continue in session 3 with the major figure in
British Cultural Studies, Stuart Hall, who writing in the context of mid- to late- 20" century
debates about postcolonial identities, diaspora and diffuse understanding of cultural power
(“determined without determination”) has further disturbed the canons of marxism,
neoliberalism and identity politics. We shall focus on his fundamental concepts: representation
and identity; articulation and conjecture, which have deeply influenced debates about media,
communication, race and politics of belonging. Session 4 examines the work of David Morley,
whose recent work on rehabilitating Marxian definition of communication as the mobility of
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goods, information and people has usefully reconsidered what we know about personal
technology in daily context, uneven (geographically concentrated) distribution of access to
networks and European spaces of identity/migrations, in conjunction with his approach “non-
media-centric media studies” that has significantly intervened in media research agenda. Our
concern will be his two cornerstone contributions to media and cultural studies over the past
nearly fifty years: redefining communications and technology; interdiscourse and
multidimensional analysis. In session 5, we look at how the work of the human geographer
Doreen Massey challenged the place of space in social sciences and how it prompted a wide-
spread ‘spatialization’ of thinking about any political, cultural or media/communication-related
issue, particularly in relation to gender and widely spatial (non-linear) ‘multiplicity’: a world
anchored in hierarchies but also characterized by cosmopolitan conviviality or
‘throwntogetherness’. Session 6 introduces students to issues pertaining to the particular form
of sociology characterizing the work of Zygmunt Bauman, tour de force synthesis (spanning
dozens books) that traverses issues of European identity, communication and sociality through
the optics of postmodern ethics and fluidity.

In terms of learning outcomes, by the end of the course students will:

e Be familiar with some of the key intellectual perspectives useful for understanding
contemporary public cultures and communication/cultural processes in the European
context

e Make effective connections between appropriate conceptual contributions from such
perspectives as cultural/media studies, human geography, critical theory and sociology
for developing independent understanding of a range of contemporary social
phenomena concerning European identity

e Be comfortable, in their respective research projects, to transgress disciplinary
boundaries in the search of the most useful approaches, integrate the study of macro
processes into the understanding of micro situations (and vice-versa), and appropriately
relate the material and symbolic components of spaces (physical and virtual) activated
in the negotiation of Europe

In terms of research skills by the end of the course students will:

e undertake independent research and report on that research within the time constraints
and the required standards of quality and form (examined essay)

e develop skills for interdisciplinary research and pragmatic use of different ideas in the
understanding of social phenomena (a diverse range of both academic and non-
academic resources)

e work individually and in groups in finding links between different strands of theory and
empirical cases to develop an understanding of the multidimensionality of the mediated
living in Europe

TEACHING METHOD

Each meeting will be a sequence of 1.5 hr lecture (demonstrating the work and life of individual
authors and key concepts selected for this course) and a 1.5 hr seminar, with a break in between.
The course will be given in a dialogical way, and students will be welcome to bring in a variety
of their own empirical cases and materials to support informed and critical discussions.

Particular attention will be paid on how diverse prospective students' research topics might
profit from engagement with the perspectives covered in the course. The course is designed to
'disturb’ orthodox thinking in social sciences and the humanities and assist students to develop
projects which can converse with contemporary developments across relevant disciplines.
Thus, an initialy transdisciplinary curiosity and openness in ways of thinking about the
contemporary mediated world will be welcomed.

EXAMINATION
Students are required:

- To attend regularly (not more than one absence)
- To read the seminar text each week

- To prepare one in-sessional presentation which discusses an issue raised in the weekly
seminar reading (as per the schedule prepared in the first session).

At the end of the course, as a form of assessment, students submit a 4-5,000 words long
academic essay interrogating an empirical case directly related to their research project, by
drawing upon a comparison of relevant approaches covered in at least two different sessions in
the course. Further instructions on how to do well on this task and how this will be graded, will
be provided during the course.
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COURSE CREDIT

The credit is 7 ECTS, which involves regular attendance; one in-sessional presentation; regular
prep for the seminar and the final essay.

QUALITY ASSURANCE MONITORING

To assure students complete the course for the final examination (submission of examined
essays), students will be required to present work-in-progress in the final session, where they
will receive feedback and comments from their peers as well as the course leader.

CILJ PREDMETA:

Cilj kolegija Zajednicka vanjska 1 sigurnosna politika Europske unije (CFSP) je istraZzivanje EU
kao subjekta vanjskopolitickog djelovanja. U fokusu je postepeni razvoj CFSP, institucionalna
arhitektura, dosada$nja postignuéa CFSP, razvoj CFSP nakon usvajanja Lisabonskog
sporazuma te buduéi izazovi EU na podrucju vanjske i sigurnosne politike.

Dva procesa obiljeZzavaju sve napore EU (te prija$njih organizacija - EEZ i EZ) na ovom
podru¢ju. Prvi proces je nastojanje postizanja ravnopravnijeg odnosa s klju¢nim
vanjskopolitickim partnerom (SAD) koji danas kulminira u razvoju koncepta strateske
autonomije EU. Drugi proces je dilema Unije na podrué¢ju vanjskog djelovanja — je li EU i dalje
iskljucivo orijentirana na primjenu "meke sile" (soft power) u medunarodnim odnosima, ili kroz
razvoj vojnih sposobnosti nastoji stvoriti uvjete i za komplementarnu primjenu "tvrde sile"
(hard power).

Cilj kolegija je raspraviti povijesni razvoj europske vanjske politike i sigurnosne suradnje,
proces donoSenja 1 primjene odluka u CFSP 1 njezinoj obrambenoj komponenti (Zajednicka
sigurnosna i obrambena politika - CSDP), razvoj vojnih sposobnosti EU, pomorske dimenzije
CFSP, interakciju izmedu CFSP 1 nacionalnih politika ¢lanica Unije, interakciju EU sa SAD
(ukljuéujuci i odnose sa NATO-om), odnose s Ruskom Federacijom, te djelovanje EU prema
njezinom susjedstvu (ENP, EaP).

Navedeno treba omoguciti studentima znanje, kriticko promisljanje strateskih opredjeljenja 1
djelovanja Unije, te znanstvena istrazivanja podrucja vanjske politike i sigurnosti, kao i
rezultata, teSkoca 1 problema s kojima se danas EU susrece u realizaciji zajednicke vanjske i
sigurnosne politike.

CILJ PREDMETA

Cilj predmeta je upoznati studente s temeljnim teorijama, konceptima, pojmovima,
pristupima i raspravama u polju politicke komunikacije te ih osposobiti za kriticko vrednovanje
procesa u tom polju. Kolegij je organiziran u nekoliko tematskih cjelina. Prva cjelina obraduje
temeljne teorije, pojmove, koncepte i pristupe u podrucju politicke komunikacije kao i kritiku
tih koncepata i pristupa te procesa na koje se oni odnose. Druga cjelina bavi se konceptima koji
nastoje objasniti potrebu za trajnom vezom izmedu politickih aktera i javnosti, poput strateskog
komuniciranja u politici, ,,potroSacke demokracije i brendiranja. Treca cjelina bavi se
utjecajem digitalne tehnologije na politicko komuniciranje i implikacijama koje, primjerice,
pojava drustvenih medija ima za demokratske procese. Cetvrta cjelina odnosi se na istrazivanja
populizma 1 populisticke politicke komunikacije. Peta cjelina bavi se fenomenom
popularizacije politike, odnosno spajanjem popularne kulture i politike te kritikom tog
fenomena. U okviru te cjeline obradit ¢e se i rodne teme koje se otvaraju unutar ovog podrucje.
Posljednja cjelina bavi se kritikom dominantnih pristupa u istraZivanju izbornih kampanja te
regulacijom politi¢kog komuniciranja.

Nakon uspje$no savladanog predmeta studenti ¢e moci opisati, definirati 1 objasniti
pojmove, teorije, koncepte i temeljne pristupe u politi€¢koj komunikaciji. Nadalje, mo¢i ¢e
razumjeti i kriticki vrednovati komuniciranje tijela javne vlasti, politi¢kih institucija, medijskih
organizacija i pojedinaca. Razumjet ¢e interdisciplinarnu prirodu podrucja i mocéi ¢e se
suvremeno kretati medu konceptima koje je politologija preuzela iz drugih podru¢ja (npr. iz
ekonomije, sociologije, kulturnih studija). Isto tako, znat ¢e na naprednoj razini kriticki
vrednovati odnose moc¢i u drustvu na relaciji politika-mediji-javnost. Na kraju, razumjet ¢e
normativni okvir u kojem se danas odvija politicko komuniciranje i mo¢i ¢e s razumijevanjem
pratiti recentna istraZivanja i literaturu na ovom podrucju.

1. Uvod u kolegij
2. Odredenje temeljnih pojmova i koncepata u suvremenoj politickoj komunikaciji

Studenti ¢e se upoznati s kljuénim teorijama 1 pojmovima na podrucju politicke komunikacije
(Sto je politicka komunikacija; koje su polazi$ne teorije u analizi procesa vezanih uz politicko
komuniciranje; koji su klju¢ni akteri u politickom komuniciranju) te s vode¢im pristupima u

politi¢koj komunikaciji danas, poput ,,amerikanizacije”, “europeizacije®, “profesionalizacije”,
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“medijatizacije”, “personalizacije” 1 “popularizacije” politike. Studenti ¢e se upoznati i s
kritikama tih pristupa te praksi na koje se odnose.

3. StrateSko komuniciranje u politici: ,,trajne kampanje“, spin i komuniciranje tijela
izvrSne vlasti

Na ovom susretu studenti ¢e se upoznati s konceptom 'strateskog komuniciranja', prije svega
izvr$nih tijela vlasti i to posebno s idejom “trajne kampanje” te konceptom spina, kao i glasnim
kritikama praksi koje ti koncepti utjelovljuju. Posebno ¢e ovdje biti rijeci o britanskim i
americkim praksama te o vaznosti istrazivanja javnog mnijenja u tim konceptima i praksama.

4. O politickom marketingu, ,,potrosackoj demokraciji“ i brendiranju

Na ovom ¢e susretu biti rijeci o marketinskim konceptima koji se koriste u politici te o srodnosti
politickog marketinga i politicke komunikacije kao podru¢ja istrazivanja te niza praksi.
Posebno ¢e se raspraviti ideja ,,potroSacke demokracije” koja zagovara ideju o ,,gradanima
potroSacima®. Biti ¢e rijeci i o brendiranju u politici koje, prema nekim autorima (Gould,
Scammell), treba zamijeniti prevazidene koncepte trajne kampanje i spina.

5. Temeljni pristupi istrazivanju suvremenih izbornih kampanja

Studenti ¢e dobiti uvid u recentne pristupe komparativnoj analizi izbornih kampanja, a posebna
paznja posvetit ¢e se kritici ,,amerikanizacije* kao modela za analizu izbornih kampanja te
raspravi o raskoraku izmedu trendova i u€inkovitosti izbornih kampanja (jesu li kampanje koje
utjelovljuju dominantne trendove ujedno i ucinkovite 1 kako uopce ocijeniti ucinkovitost
izborne kampanje?).

6. Digitalni mediji i politicka komunikacija
U sklopu ovog susreta bit ¢e rijeci o promjenama koje su se dogodile u politickoj komunikaciji

razvojem digitalnih medija, od utjecaja druStvenih medija na javnu sferu, do promjena u
izbornim kampanjama i pojave tzv. filter-balona.

7. Politicka komunikacija populisti¢kih aktera

Politicki zivot suvremenih demokracija obiljezen je usponom populizma. Znanstvenici diljem
svijeta pokuSavaju ponuditi jednozna¢nu definiciju ovog kompleksnog fenomena, a istraZivanja
populizma usmjerena su uglavnom na njegov odnos s liberalnom demokracijom, razloge
njegovog uspona 1 empirijske analize pojedinacnih sluc¢ajeva. Ovaj susret bavi se
dekonstrukcijom fenomena populizma te tzv. 'medijski populizmom' koji ¢e biti analiziran na
dvije razine — kao populizam 'kroz medije' i ‘populizam medija’. Na susretu Ce se analizirati i
neki paradigmatski primjeri — Brexit, uspon Donalda Trumpa u SAD-u, Podemosa u
Spanjolskoj itd.

8. Popularizacija politike

Popularizacija politike odnosi se na spajanje popularne kulture i politike koje se manifestira na
razli¢ite nacine. Ovaj susret bavi se dekonstrukcijom fenomena, obraduje razliCite razine
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njegove manifestacije te daje uvid u raspravu o implikacijama koje ta suradnja izmedu
popularnog i politickog ima za demokraciju.

9. Rodne teme u suvremenoj politickoj komunikaciji

Na ovom susretu bit ¢e rije¢i o razlikama u politickom komuniciranju izmedu politicara i
politi¢arki koje su prije svega posljedica rodnih stereotipa te o rodnim stereotipima u medijskoj
reprezentaciji politi¢arki, posebno u izbornim kampanjama.

10. Normativna pitanja: regulacija izbornih i referendumskih kampanja u komparativnoj
perspektivi

Studenti ¢e na ovom susretu upoznati s razli¢itim pristupima regulaciji izbornih kampanja i
ostalih procesa u podrucju politicke komunikacije. Hrvatsko zakonodavstvo analizirat ¢e se u
komparativnoj perspektivi.

OBLICI NASTAVE

Nastava je podijeljena u 13 sati predavanja i 17 sati seminarske nastave. Bit ¢e organizirana u
deset susreta od po 3 sata (sat i pol predavanja, pauza, pa sat i pol seminara). Svi studenti u
skladu s full-time karakterom doktorske nastave smoraju pohadati nastavu i pripremati se za
svaki od susreta. Njihove obveze bit ¢e jasno definirane u syllabusu.
